Players

· President: most influential actor of making and shaping foreign policy

· bureaucracy: secretaries of departments of State, Treasury, Defense, Joint Chiefs of Staff, director of CIA (some of these constitute the National Security Council)

· Congress: has power to declare war, but only (!) did it 5 times. At first, Congress’ role was limited (US action in world affairs was limited), but Senate had most important power because of its role of approving and reviewing treaties.

· executive agreement: when president makes a treaty with another country; it has the force of a treaty, but doesn’t require Senate’s “advice an consent”

Shapers

· interest groups: most important nonofficial players. 1. “single issue”, like tobacco industry etc. 2. made up of people attached to particular ethnic origin, like American Jewish community etc. 3. human rights interest groups like Amnesty International; 4. environmental groups.

· the media: influence is growing, speed and scale with which media spreads communication

· videomalaise: people get negative attitudes towards public policies and towards government and public officials

UNILATERALISM
· Unilateralism: a foreign policy hat seeks to avoid international alliances, entanglements, and permanent commitments in favor of independence, neutrality, and freedom of action.

· Isolationism: trying to cut off contacts with the outside, being a self-sufficient fortress

· Multilateralism: a foreign policy that seeks to encourage the involvement of several nation-states in coordinated action, usually in relation to a common adversary, with terms and conditions usually specified in a multicountry treaty.

· containment: policy used by the US during the cold war to restrict expansion of communism and limit influence of Soviet Union

· deterrence: development and maintenance of military strength as means of discouraging attack

nation-state: political entity consisting of people with common cultural experience (nation) who also share a common political authority (state), recognized by other sovereignties (nation states)

diplomacy: representation of a government to other foreign governments


International organizations

· NATO: North Atlantic Treaty Organization, formed in 1948, to counter threat from Soviet Union

· UN: United Nations, organized in 1945 as organization of nations to serve as channel for negotiation and means of settling international disputes peaceably

· IMF: International Monetary Fund, established in 1944, provides loans and facilitates international monetary exchange
MODELS OF FOREIGN POLICY

· Napoleonic role: when a  powerful nation prevents aggressive action against itself by improving the internal state of affairs of a particular country, even if it means encouraging revolution in that country

· Holly Alliance Role: when a superpower tries to prevent any change in the existing distribution of power among nation-states, even if this requires intervention into the internal affairs of another country in order to keep a ruler from being overturned.

· Balance of Power Role: when many countries from alliances with one or more other countries try to counterbalance the behavior of other, usually more powerful, nation-states (19th century)
· Economic Expansionist Role: when capitalist countries adopt foreign policies that will maximize the success of domestic corporations in their dealings with other countries (US in Latin America)
MAJOR DEVELOPMENTS OF US FOREIGN POLICY

· end of armed major power confrontation in Europe
· collapse of the Soviet Union
· end of the cold war culture 
· strategic rapprochement with China
· re-emergence of nationality and ethnic conflict
· globalization of the market economy
· Powell Doctrine (military force only when of crucial strategic importance, use overwhelming military force, have exit strategy)
· Bush Doctrine (unilateralism post 9/11)
