Theme: violence of factions

Meaning: founders were suspicious of democracy

Purpose: justification of republic (representative democracy)

Message: We need a republican form of government to prevent mischief of factions.

(People suck, they will take power and abuse it – we can’t trust individual interests! A direction democracy will never be able to control mischief of factions. We need a system which protects us from our inherent fallacies.. federalism!)

FUNDAMENTAL QUESTION: 
How to limit government to protect liberty while at the same time having an efficient government? (one that can control mischief of factions)
( Power to offset power, power to check power

Expressed (enumerated) powers – specific powers granted to national government under Article 1, section 8. 

Implied powers – powers not specifically expressed, but implied through interpretation of delegated powers.

Reserved powers (10th Amendment) – powers not specifically designated to national govt, are reserved for states
Concurrent powers – powers possessed by both state and national govts (like levying taxes)

NATIONAL VS. STATE

Dual federalism – system until 1937, where most governmental powers were shared between federal and state govts. Distinct line between powers exercised by national and state governments.

Cooperative federalism – system since New Deal era, “intergovernmental cooperation”, blurred the line between where national government ends and state government begins.

New Federalism – out of fear that national govt is too powerful; move to give more power to states
Regulated federalism – national government sets standards of conduct to states that meet national guidelines

Preemption – when state actions are inconsistent with national requirements, so national govt can override state or local action in certain policy areas.
