PART I  - Intro & Levels of Analysis
· Levels of Analysis – a way of analyzing interactions between structures and their components. Level of analysis relates to whether we are focusing on the “parts”, the “whole”, or the “system” (in world politics, these refer to individuals, states, or the international system). It’s about what kind of question we are asking – whose behavior are we trying to explain.
· Image 1 – individual: focuses on the qualities of state leaders and policymakers.

· Image 2 – domestic: focuses on the political and economic qualities of the state.

· Image 3 – system: focuses on the qualities of the international system.
· 2nd Image Reversed – international influences on domestic politics (outside-in).
· Individualism – focus on the components that make a particular system. All explanations can be reduced to individuals (or aggregations) and their intentions.

· Structuralism – focus on the system that emerges as components interact. All explanations can be reduced to the imperatives of the system within which components operate.
· Sovereignty – supreme authority within a territory. states are legally the ultimate authority over their territory and no other actor in the international system has the legal right to interfere in states’ internal affairs.

· Internal sovereignty – (between state and society) if the state enjoys a monopoly of the legitimate power over domestic, legal, administrative, political, economic, etc. structures. ( Lebanon lacks it, because Syria exerts power over Lebanon’s internal affairs
· External sovereignty – (between state and int’l system) if the state has freedom from outside influence upon its basic prerogatives, recognized by other states. ( Taiwan lacks it, because although it controls its internal affairs, China does not recognize its legitimate existence.
· Peace of Augsburg (1555) – established principle of cuis regio, eius religio: he who rules chooses the religion. Idea of internal sovereignty emerges. Peace falls apart in 1618 when the Holy Roman Emperor seeks to reassert Catholic control over his hereditary domains in Bohemia. This leads to the Thirty Years War.
· Peace of Westphalia (1648) – rulers recognized each other as having authority to initiate war and make alliances (external sovereignty). Reaffirmed the principle of cuis regio, eius religio (internal sovereignty). Marked the separation of church and state in world politics, and denotes the beginning of a modern Europe.
