	· war is the last resort of world politics

· international organizations are critical b/c they promote peace and minimize possibilities of war

· prioritized morals and values over interests, ethics over politics, theory over practice


	· doesn’t allow room for human choices and decisions

· cant explain changes except through war
	· non-states actors are important in world politics (interest groups, IOs, MNCs)

· states are neither unitary nor rational (two-level games, info-processing)

· cooperation possible-EU
· power is not only influence on world politics (norms, capitalism, gender)
	· as long as there is anarchy, self help and the security dilemma are warranted.

· human nature highly complex


	· economic determinism: doesn’t allow other influences in politics; domestic influences aren’t considered
